	rec1: To complement and enhance the First-Time Donor's Super Credit and to encourage more donations by a greater number of Canadians, we support Imagine Canada's recommendation that the government establish a timeline for the full implementation of the Stretch Tax Credit for Charitable Giving. This new tax credit would apply to donated amounts that exceed a donor’s previous highest giving level, which would enhance charitable giving among existing donors and complement the new Super Credit by encouraging new donors to remain ongoing donors.
	rec2: Establishing a timeframe for the Stretch Tax Credit for Charitable Giving would not result in any immediate costs.
	rec3: The Stretch Tax Credit would benefit charities of every size and in every region and should, over time, broaden the base and increase the giving levels of Canadians across the country. In addition, all taxfilers claiming charitable donations of less than $10,000 annually would be eligible for tax relief under the Stretch Tax Credit. This giving incentive would particularly alleviate tax burdens on working families and middle income Canadians. 
	rec4: One way of ensuring our country’s competitiveness and continued prosperity is to enhance the charitable sector’s ability to provide its philanthropic programs and services that add so much to the nation’s economy. The charitable sector in Canada is made up of more than 85,000 registered charities with over 1.2 million paid staff and 6.5 million volunteers (Voluntary Sector Awareness Project). This recommendation could generate up to $250 million annually in new and increased charitable donations within three years, effectively leveraging $10 for every $1 in incremental federal investment.
	rec5: We recommend that the government introduce an amendment to the Income Tax Act that would exempt charitable donations of private company shares and real estate from capital gains taxes. The federal government removed the capital gains tax on donations of securities to most charities in 2006, and since then, Canadian charities have received over $1 billion each year in gifts of stock. The amendment should include a stipulation that the recipient charity cannot issue a tax receipt to the donor until it has received the cash proceeds from the sale of the asset.

	rec6: It has been estimated that this proposal would enable the charitable sector to access an estimated $170 to $225 million of incremental funding from the private sector with a tax revenue cost to the government of only $50 to $65 million. This recommendation would exponentially leverage the programs and services provided by Canada's charities and offset any shortfalls in government funding for healthcare, education, social services and arts and culture.   
	rec8: Charitable and philanthropic organizations provide jobs and bridge the gap by serving those in need and our communities and complement provincial and federal governments providing similar services, particularly when those governments face budgetary constraints. This recommendation would have a positive impact on the lives of all Canadians by providing our not-for-profit sector with an additional $170 to $225 million annually from the private sector each year, which would create more jobs in the sector and enhance charitable programs and services.
