	rec1: Special Olympics Canada asks the Federal Government to provide graduated, incremental funding, over a four-year period, to support the growth and on-going delivery of high-impact, cost-effective, community-based programs for athletes with an intellectual disability. 
Request total funding of $10,730,000 in annual increments as follows:
2014-2015 - $1,680,000
2015-2016 - $2,800,000
2016-2017 - $3,000,000
2017-2018 - $3,250,000
	rec2: Special Olympics Canada is currently funded by Sport Canada at an annual reference level of $1,800,000.  Since 2010 Special Olympics Canada has also received an incremental $1,000,000, which sunsets in 2015. While the focus remains on sport, this funding request includes opportunities that impact areas such as health, diversity, volunteerism, and job creation, that reach beyond sport participation and are not typically funded by Sport Canada.
	rec3: Increased funding would benefit:
- 35,880 athletes with an intellectual disability currently registered in Special Olympics' 12 provincial/territorial chapters;
- Individuals with an intellectual disability not currently benefiting from involvement in sport;
- Families of individuals with an intellectual disability who gain a valuable support network;
- Volunteer coaches who contribute to a vibrant culture of civic engagement;
- Communities that benefit from transformed attitudes and a more inclusive society.
	rec4: - Increased # of individuals with an intellectual disability benefiting from sport - growth goal of 7% per year;
- Improved grassroots program and competition delivery through expanded community outreach and public education;
- Increased # of trained volunteers - growth goal of 6% per year;
- Increased research data that confirms Special Olympics' impact on athletes, families and communities;
- Creation of jobs in all 12 chapters to amplify and strengthen organizational capacity;

I. Athlete Growth 
- Reach more athletes in all twelve provincial / territorial chapters.
- Reach more young athletes and their families. 
- Assess current demographics and develop a diversity strategy that identifies and reduces barriers to participation by diverse cultural groups.
- Conduct community outreach, cover grassroots program costs and provide quality competitions.
- Support the planning and execution of larger national games. 
- Implement Special Olympics Healthy Athletes Programs in communities across Canada – helping to improve health and reduce chronic health conditions for people with intellectual disabilities. 

II. Volunteer Growth 
- Recruit more volunteer coaches and ensure quality volunteer training.

III. Sustainable Capabilities 
- Undertake research that can provide quantitative and qualitative facts and figures that confirm Special Olympics’ impact on athletes, their families and communities.
- Implement a public education initiative that increases awareness which ultimately leads to achieving athlete, volunteer and revenue growth targets. 
- Amplify and strengthen organizational capacity.  Improvements in technological capabilities and increased manpower are imperative to Special Olympics Canada being able to provide more opportunities to more people with intellectual disabilities.

• Reaching a far greater portion of Canadians with an intellectual disability;
• Programs extended to specific target markets: youth, diverse cultures;
• More trained volunteer coaches  to support “best in class” programs and increased numbers of athletes;
