	rec1: The KIP program, which funded the Ed Lumley Centre for Engineering Innovation, demonstrated that work done to improve universities transforms communities. 
Universities and their partner communities work together on projects that create sustainable jobs in the private sector.
We recommend the federal government extend the KIP Program so Canadian communities can continue to benefit from innovation and development on college and university campuses.  In extending the KIP Program, we are recommending that projects that build on university-community partnerships be prioritized.

	rec2: There will be significant leveraging of resources if communities and the federal government and post-secondary institutions work together to create infrastructure that strengthens innovation and economic activity in a community.
The Build Canada program provides a vehicle to do this.
	rec3: This would have a positive impact in communities across Canada.
Extending the Knowledge Infrastructure Program would emphasize the co-operation between communities and the public post-secondary institutions they host.
Relationship building is key to this program. Communities have demonstrated in the past that they are willing to put money on the table to partner with post-secondary institutions on development projects that meet the community’s needs and wants. 

	rec4: Infrastructure that meets objectives of universities and cities brings opportunities for economic diversification through integration of university research and innovation with communities.
Over the next three years, the Province will spend $800 million on post-secondary infrastructure, funding 20 major projects.
These projects are about building capacity and communities. Infrastructure provides job creation. The University of Windsor, by moving some faculties to downtown Windsor, has created construction jobs and will create a permanent workforce supporting businesses and the economy.
